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This year, 
Nightlight 
Christian 
Adoptions 
was fortunate 
to partner 
with 
Hopscotch 
Adoptions 

and Wasatch Adoptions as we hired 
most of their staff and accepted their 
clients’ adoption cases.  As part of our 
expanding ministry, Nightlight became 
licensed in Utah and North Carolina this 
year.  This means that our expectant 
parent counseling is now face to face in 
12 states!  We also hope to be open in 
New York in early 2026. 
 
About 10% of international adoptions to 
the United States are through Nightlight, 
and we are now working in 32 countries 
for intercountry adoption.  This year we 
added services in  Ghana, Morocco, 
Pakistan, Iran, Republic of Georgia, 
Armenia, Tonga, Liberia, Samoa, and 
Trinidad & Tobago. We were also able to 
get a host program started from the 
Philippines, as four children came to the 
US for a few weeks in the summer.   
 
Our Snowflakes® embryo adoption 
program garnered weeks of media 
attention with the story of the “World’s 
Oldest baby.”  The Pierce family gave 
birth to Thaddeus, who was frozen as an 
embryo for over 30 years, setting a world 
record for the longest frozen embryo 
resulting in birth.  Aside from the media 
spotlight, Snowflakes continued to serve 
nearly 200 families with embryo 
adoption and in the last 12 months we 
have been privileged to see 141 babies 
born!  

 
Recruiting spectacular foster families was a top priority for Nightlight 
this year, and will continue to be our focus next year. Nightlight 
supervises foster placements in seven states and at any given 
moment, we have about one hundred children in foster homes.  Our 
specific vision and ministry to children in foster care is to be “their last 
stop” before either being reunified with their biological family, or 
being adopted. 
 
As this year comes to a close, I wish your family a Merry Christmas 
and Happy New Year. We sincerely thank you for your continued 
interest and support of our ministry to help vulnerable 
children.

When they first saw a picture of their 
son, they knew it was him. It became 
apparent how the Lord used the wait 
to prepare their hearts and family for 
their son, as they were able to bring 
him home in October 2025, just 15 
months after they switched 
programs! They celebrated God’s 
completion of their family in October 
2025, when they welcomed their son 
home!
